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The Lacy Knitting of Mary Schiffmann

p2sso, yo, k3) 5 times.
Rnd 42: (K3, yo, sl 2tog k-wise, k1,

p2sso, yo) 5 times.
Rnd 44: (Yo, sl 2tog k-wise, k1,

p2sso, yo, k3) 5 times.
Rnd 46: (K3, yo, sl 2tog k-wise, k1,

p2sso, yo) 5 times.
Rnd 48: (Yo, sl 2tog k-wise, k1,

p2sso, yo, k3) 5 times.
Rnd 49: Knit.

With crochet hook, sc in 3 sts tog,

ch 6. Repeat around. Join in
first sc. Sl st to center of loop.
Ch 6 around. Fasten off.

Finishing: Block to 11" diameter.
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1 Repeat 6 times

Sl 3 sts to
the right

CO 6 sts on 3 needles.
Odd rnds: Knit, except k1, p1 in “yo twice”.
Follow instruction for Rows 3, 7 and 35.
