#18 (17 yd)

Thick Weft Two 1" strips of fabric, the front
of one strip wound to the back of the other

strip on a rag shuttle

Thin Weft Maysville 8/4 cotton carpet warp

in a color to match the fabric or warp

Reed 12 dent, sleyed 2 ends per dent

Warp Sett 24 ends per inch, 1 thread per
heddle

WARP COLOR ORDER

Follow the warp color order and wind a
4"/-yard warp, holding one background and
one pattern thread as you wind. Cut and
splice (see Splicing, page 20) the pattern
threads at random. After winding the warp,
follow the directions for Warping the Loom

(page 25).

THREADING ORDER

The constants, threaded on shafts 3 and 4,
form the border.

Thread pattern then ground throughout the blocks.
